
 

 

    24/7 Harp Worship 
       The harp was central to the 24-hour, seven 
day a week, temple worship initiated by King 
David. (I Chronicles 25)  For the past 2,000 
years, the seraphic sounds of a Davidic Harp 
had all but vanished after the destruction of 
the second temple.     
          The Jerusalem Prophetic Harp School 
on the Mount of Olives was perhaps the first 
gathering of harpists who desired to worship 
in Spirit and in Truth since the days of King 
David, when Samuel and his School of the 
Prophets prophesied with harps. This school 
was a “new beginning” for the reintroduction 
of harp worship as a necessary component of 
the restoration of the Tabernacle of David, 
“times of the final redemption” - the days 
immediately preceding the coming of the 
Messiah. (Amos 9)  
         A vision was given to a German Pastor 
who heard the Jerusalem PHS students 
playing at the Garden Tomb. He saw the harp 
as a tree being planted in Israel, with many 
harps on its branches. The fruit of it, bursting 
its seeds, being spread throughout the world 
by the Ruach of God. At the base a sign, “It Is 
Accomplished”.
